The next CISA and 
CISM exams will be 
held on Saturday,  
December 9, 2006.  
Registration has already 
closed for those exam 
dates.  For those already 
registered, the South 
Florida chapter will be 
offering a CISA test 
prep course prior to the 
exam, details to follow. 
 
CISA (Certified  
Information Systems 
Auditor) is ISACA's 
cornerstone  
certification. Since 
1978, the CISA exam 
has measured excellence 
in the area of IS  
auditing, control and 
security. CISA has 
grown to be globally 
recognized and adopted 
worldwide as a symbol 
of achievement. More 
than 44,000 individuals 
have earned the CISA 
since its inception. 
 
CISM (Certified  
Information Security 
Manager) is ISACA's   

credential geared toward 
experienced information 
security managers and 
those who have  
information security 
management  
responsibilities. CISM 
is designed to provide 
executive management 
with assurance that 
those earning the  
designation have the 
required knowledge and 
ability to provide  
effective security  
management and  
consulting. It is  
business-oriented and 
focuses on information 
risk management while 
addressing management, 
design and technical 
security issues at a con-
ceptual level. While its 
central focus is security 
management, all those 
in the IS profession with 
security experience will 
certainly find value in 
CISM.
